1 Cup​ Whole​ ​wheat​ ​flour

1/2 Cup​ Grated​ ​cheese
1/2 Cup​ Cooked​ ​peas​ ​or​ ​carrots
1/4 Cup Olive​ ​oil
1​ Small​ ​clove​ ​of​ ​garlic​ ​in​ ​1T​BSP Milk

Carrot​ Doggy ​Biscuits
Makes​ ​25​ ​Biscuits

Instructions
​Preheat ​oven​ ​to 375​ ​degrees​ ​F
Mix​ room​ ​temperature​ ​cheese,​ ​oil,
​peas,​ ​carrots,​ ​garlic​ ​and​ ​flour.​ ​

Add​ enough​ ​milk​ ​to​ ​help​ ​form them​ 
​into​ ​a​ ​ball.​ ​

Chill​ for​ ​1​ ​hour.​ ​
Roll onto​ ​flavored​ ​surface​ ​and​ ​cut​ ​
into​ ​shapes.​ 

Bake​ for​ ​15​ ​minutes​ ​or​ ​until​ ​
slightly​ ​brown.​ ​

We​ ​feel​ ​that​ ​the​ ​lives​ ​of​ ​all​ ​dogs,​ ​and​ ​in​ ​our​ ​circumstance​ ​
the​ ​lives​ ​of​ ​the​ ​“American Gentleman,”​ ​should​ ​be​ ​
respected,​ ​preserved,​ ​and​ ​cherished. 

​ For​ ​more​ ​than​ ​a​ ​decade,​ ​we​ ​have​ ​pulled​ ​Boston​ ​Terriers​ ​
from​ ​deadly​ ​and desperate​ ​situations.​ ​We​ ​do​ ​not​ ​
euthanize​ ​those​ ​in​ ​our​ ​care,​ ​even​ ​for​ ​reasons​ ​of​ ​health​ ​or 
behavioral​ ​issues.​ ​We​ ​feel​ ​it’s​ ​our​ ​obligation​ ​to​ ​give​ ​these​ ​
dogs​ ​the​ ​care​ ​they​ ​need​ ​-- temporarily​ ​until​ ​they​ ​find​ ​a​ ​
home,​ ​or​ ​for​ ​life​ ​with​ ​us.

Many​ ​of​ ​the​ ​dogs​ ​come​ ​to​ ​us​ ​broken​ ​--​ ​sometimes​ ​
emotionally​ ​and​ ​other​ ​times​ ​physically​ ​from abuse​ ​or​ ​
neglect.​ ​Our​ ​network​ ​of​ ​volunteers​ ​and​ ​foster​ ​homes​ ​
has​ ​provided​ ​assistance​ ​to thousands​ ​of​ ​Boston​ ​Terriers,​ ​
Boston​ ​Terrier​ ​mixes,​ ​and​ ​other​ ​dogs​ ​in​ ​need.​ ​
